Background:

LAS Governing Board is responsible for the overall leadership, vision, and strategic planning for achieving the
educational goals of the school as stated in the charter.

Governing Board members are responsible for:
1) Understanding the federal and the state’s Accountability Progress Reporting: State Dashboard
2) Understanding the following LAS compliance documents and their funding implications:
A. State (Local Control Funding Formula: LCFF) and Federal (Title 1, Title 2 and Title 4 Funding)
1. State LCAP (Local Control Accountability Plan) and Federal Addendum
3) Reviewing and adopting via integrated approach, updates in LCAP and Federal Addendum

Starting this year, all districts and charter schools are required to publicly share via its governing board meeting the
following before the end of February:

1) The LCAP Mid-Year Update

2) All available mid-year outcome data related to metrics ; and

3) Mid-year expenditure and implementation data on all actions.

The main idea of the mid-year update is to illustrate the approved June, 2023 LCAP actions and services that have
been implemented.

Overview of LAS Accountability System and CAASPP Analysis:

Based on dual immersion and second language acquisition research, it takes approximately five to seven years to
develop cognitive academic language proficiency (CALP). With biliteracy in about seven years as an end goal, LAS
strategically monitors student achievement at critical grade spans. LAS’ biliteracy grade span progression is divided
into three stages: Stage 1: Emerging Biliteracy, Stage 2: Expanding Biliteracy, and Stage 3: Full Biliteracy. Because
of its 90-10 dual language immersion model, LAS students in Stage 1 and early Stage 2 receive instruction primarily
in Spanish. Concurrently, academic assessments at these levels are predominantly conducted in Spanish. By the end
of Stage 2, many students make the linguistic academic transfer as expected in dual language immersion programs.
Therefore, it is most appropriate for LAS to utilize the end of Grade 5 English standardized assessment data as the
baseline for individual student growth analysis. By Grades 7 and 8 in Stage 3, LAS students’ English proficiency in
various subject matters is at least comparable, if not higher than, students in non-dual language immersion schools.
At the same time, these same LAS middle school students will have acquired Spanish language proficiency
comparable to that of a college student enrolled in an advanced level language class. Reaching full biliteracy, the
LAS Graduate enters the high school pipeline better prepared to travel the bridge to college and career milestones.

(MCAT).

1. Committee Update:
On February 15, 2024, the committee convened to review Finance 101 and evaluate the cash implications of

the Facilities Committee's proposal to increase the modernization budget from $6.2 million to $7.15 million.

This increase stems from two primary factors: 1) inflation since the previous budget analysis was conducted
in March 2023, and 2) an adjustment in the contingency percentage (to 10%) to accommodate potential and
unforeseen construction circumstances.

Financial Impact:

The implementation of Core Modernization will lead to a reduction of the LAS cash reserve by an
additional $950,000 (Inflation: 400K, Contingency: 550K). Consequently, this adjustment will
decrease our Economic Uncertainty Reserve from a 6-month coverage of all expenses to 4.9 months.
It is important to note, however, that the reserve will still exceed the 6-month coverage for payroll
expenses.

Committee Recommendation:

To ensure funding for inflation and secure resources for unforeseen contingencies, the Finance
Committee recommends that the Board approve an increase in the Core Modernization project budget
from $6.2 million to $7.2 million.

2. Monthly Financials:
LAS continues to be in a strong financial position through December 2023 with a forecasted operating income

of $824,453.

Revenue Variances: The largest revenue variance was to reconciling the Local Control Funding
Formula (LCFF, OC 8011-8012) to the state adopted Cost of Living Adjustment (COLA) of 8.2%
totaling in a $200,332 increase. Smaller negative variance of $64,274 was adjusted in one-time
funding sources (OC 8319-8596) and federal Title funding (OC 8291).
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Expense Variances: The largest expense variance, $83,723, was in salary benchmark adjustments for
our classified staff (OC 2000) as well as adjustments to the ELOP placeholder (OC 5827).

Actualizacion del Comité:

El 15 de febrero de 2024, el comité se reunio para revisar Finanzas 101 y evaluar las implicaciones de
efectivo de la propuesta del Comité del Plantel para aumentar el presupuesto de modernizacion de $ 6.2
millones a $ 7.15 millones.

Este aumento se debe a dos factores principales 1) la inflacion ya que el analisis presupuestario anterior fue
realizado en marzo de 2023, y 2) un ajuste en el porcentaje de contingencia (al 10%) para acomodar posibles
circunstancias de construccion imprevistas.

Impacto fiscal:

El nuevo presupuesto para el Proyecto de Modernizacion Principal daré lugar a una reduccion de la
reserva de efectivo de $950,000 adicionales (Inflacion: 400K, Imprevistos: 550K). En consecuencia,
este ajuste disminuira nuestra Reserva de Incertidumbre Econémica de una cobertura de 6 meses de
todos los gastos a 4.9 meses. Es importante sefialar que la reserva seguira superando la reserva 6
meses de cobertura de los gastos de némina.

Recomendacion a la Mesa Directiva:

Para garantizar la financiacion de la inflacion y asegurar los recursos para contingencias imprevistas,
el Comité de Finanzas recomienda que la Mesa Directiva apruebe un aumento en el presupuesto del
proyecto de Modernizacion Principal de 6.2 a 7.2 millones de dolares.

Datos financieros mensuales:
LAS continda en una buena posicion financiera al diciembre de 2023 con una prevision de ingresos de
$824,453.
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Variaciones de Ingresos: La mayor variacion de ingresos es el ajuste de la Formula Local de Control de
Financiamiento (LCFF, OC 8011-8012) con el Ajuste del costo de vida (COLA) adoptado por el estado a un
nivel de 8,2% para un total de $ 200,332 de aumento. Se ajustd una variacion negativa menor de $64,274 en
fuentes de financiacion no recurrentes (OC 8319-8596) y financiacion federal del Titulo (OC 8291).

Las variaciones de gastos: La mayor variacion de gastos, $ 83,723 fue en el ajuste de referencia salarial para
nuestro personal clasificado (OC 2000), asi como ajustes a las actualizaciones de ELOP (OC 5827).
